Project Information

1. Project Description:
The Fairgrounds Road Sidewalk Project is the first phase that will improve the walking mode of transportation from
the downtown core of Goldendale to the County Fairgrounds. Phase 1 will construct 1160 LF of new 6' sidewalk, and

200 LF of new 8' sidewalk. In addition, ADA accommodations, Curb Extensions, Streetscape, Traffic Calming, and
Zeroscape will be constructed as part of this phase of the project.
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Project Information
2. Describe how the project will improve the public travel experience, and travel options, including the benefit to the
community:

The Kilickitat County Fairgrounds are located west of Goldendale City Limits. Many people that live in Goldendale
walk to and from the fairgrounds to watch events that are taking place at the fairgrounds or for the exercise. The area
around the fairgrounds is very quiet and has one of the best views of Mt. Adams that can be seen within walking
distance of the City of Goldendale.

The project will provide new grade separated sidewalks that will enhance the pedestrian connection from Goldendale
City Limits to the Fairgrounds. The new sidewalks will provide a grade separated path that pedestrians walking to
and from the fairgrounds can use instead of walking down the road as they do currently.

In addition to the new sidewalks, the project will provide a destination area for the people that walk the road
everyday. The area will be have benches streetscape with trees, zeroscape with a fountain, an informational sign,
and streetlighting. In addition, a speed table will be constructed at the crosswalk to the fairgrounds entrance to slow
vehicles down prior to entering a large pedestrian generator.

Another mode of travel that will be improved by the project is bicycling. While the project is not constructing bicycle
lanes, bicyclist will still benefit by the improved shoulder areas between the sidewalk and the travel lanes. As part of
the streetscape, bike racks will be added by the fairgrounds so the bicycling community can ride to the fair and other
events held at the fairgrounds and have a place to secure facility to leave their bike when they enter the fairgrounds.
This currently does not exist so the bicycling community has not been able to use their preferred method of travel to
attend events.

3. Describe how the project provides a connection between modes, or improves transportation choices, or connects to
land use services such as job locations, a civic center, library, grocery market, playground, retail center, medical
office, school, and other.

The project is the first phase that when both phases are complete will provide a pedestrian connection from the main

commercial and residential core for the City of Goldendale to the City Airport and the fairgrounds which is the only
event center in the area.

Another connection the project will provide is a link between the DNR Wildlands Fire Command Center and the City
of Goldendale. During the summer the DNR Command Center can house hundreds or thousands of firefighters that
usually walk to and from City Retail, Library, Restrurants and other services when off duty.

The City of Goldendale has a very complete sidewalk network that connects the commercial corridors to schools and

residential area. The only area lacking is the area west of the City. By providing this link the west area of the City will
be connected to the rest of the established network of sidewalks.

Klickitat County Public Works is working with the City of Goldendale to implement a neighborhood plan to provide a
sidewalk link which connects people living on the west side of the City and outside the City with the downtown core.

The first phase of the project will provide 0.26 miles of sidewalk from the fairgrounds back to the City. the second
phase will be completed in the City which will tie the remaining 0.23 miles to the established City network.

5. Describe to what extent the project will improve mobility for disadvantage populations, including elderly, disabled

minority, and low income populations:

The project will provide a safer route for the elderly, low income, minorities and anyone else who walks to the
fairgrounds for events and daily exercise which gets them out of the City and provides them with a picturesque view
of MT. Adams.

Since sidewalks do not currently exist, people with disabilities must use the street on find another mode of
transportation.

While the project will provide a safe route to people living in the City to the fairgrounds it will also provide a route for
the elderly, low income, minorities and anyone else living on the west side of the City and outside the City to schools

and other essential services.

Currently the Golden Arms federally assisted affordable rental community is located on North Columbus which is
approximately 0.4 miles from the project site. The Golden Arms has 36 rental units.

7. ldentify the safety issues addressed by project (collision data, lack of adequate safe crossing or access, lack of
separated facility, high speed or volume, other):
There has been one prior collision involving construction equipment. The engine failed and the brakes went out on
the loader. The loader went of the road and rolled over the embankment. While the project would not have prevented

the equipment failure, having a curb and sidewalk would have prevent the equipment from going over the
embankment and rolling over.

Fairgrounds road serves the fairgrounds, the City Airport, Industrial, Commercial and Residential use and the ADT is
growing every year as the area develops. Fairgrounds Road has one of the higher pedestrian uses due to the
fairgrounds, DNR, and the view of MT. Adams. Since a grade separated pedestrian facility does not currently exist,
pedestrians are sharing the road with vehicle traffic. Approximately 40% of the vehicle traffic is commercial traffic
such as trucks, trucks and trailers hauling livestock or construction equipment.

Vehicle speeds increase as the vehicles get closer to the fairgrounds because the use north of the fairgrounds and
airport changes from commercial and residential to agriculture. This is a problem because of the heavy pedestrian
traffic associated with the fairgrounds.

8. Describe how the project addresses the safety issues identified:

The project will construct grade separated sidewalks which will provide vehicle and pedestrian separation. Having
curb and sidewalks would have kept the construction equipment from leaving the roadway and would have prevent
an injury.

The project will be constructing a speed table which will provide traffic calming through a high pedestrian use area.

In addition, streetlighting will be installed to provide crosswalk illumination.

Please explain:

The project needs to acquire only one parcel of right of way which the County is in the process of acquiring. The
County has started preliminary engineering and the design is at 30%. The County should have the right of way
secured by the fall of 2015. Environmental permitting will be a DOE stormwater permit and SEPA. These permits
should not be very extensive due to the scope of the project. The project is scheduled to start construction April of
2017. This is due to current work load. If the County is able to complet the complex projects that are scheduled for
2016 ahead of schedule, then there is a chance that this project could be constructed in 2016.

The County was able to bring the prior TAP project to construction within a year.

10. Describe how the local community and other agencies have been involved in the planning process for the project.
List any opposition to the project and how it was overcome:

The City of Goldendale has been very supportive of the project. A small portion of this project will be constructed
within the City limits.

The County will support the City and be the lead agency for the next phase of the project which will be constructed
entirely within the City limits.

The Fair Board has been very support of the project along with the neighborhood because it will provide a safe place
for pedestrians to walk when going to the fairgrounds or the airport.

At present there has been no opposition to the project.

11. Describe how the project improves public health and increase physical activity:

The project will provide much needed sidewalks from the City to the fairgrounds. At present numerous pedestrians
walk to and from the fairgrounds dalily. It is the shortest route for a change of scenery. The County has seen
increased pedestrian traffic since the fairgrounds road was resurfaced and some shoulders were added in 2010. The
residents have informed both the County and the City that they would walk more if a facility existed that provided
them security from vehicular travel.

12. Describe how the project includes design elements that contribute to quality of life:

The project will provide a speed table that will enhance a pedestrian destination and slow vehicle traffic down. In
addition the project will provide benches so that pedestrians coming to the fairgrounds, airport, DNR or the view MT.
Adams will have a place to sit and enjoy the outdoors. The project will also enhance the destination and community
pride by proving public art, streetscape with trees to provide shade, zero-scape, a fountain, and an informational sign
with a map of the fairgrounds and a map of MT. Adams.

The County has also had a number of request for a flag which could be encompassed in the zeroscape.

The County is applying for phase one of a joint project that will connect the fairgrounds, airport, and the area west of
the City of Goldendale to the downtown core of Goldendale. Phase one will construct 0.26 miles of sidewalk along
Fairgrounds Road. The majority of the project is outside of the City Limits approximately 0.25 mile in the County and
0.01 mile in the Goldendale City Limits.

Phase 2 of the joint project will be applied for at the next biennium if the County is successful securing funding in this
biennium. The next phase will be approximately 0.23 miles and will be constructed within the City of Goldendale. The
City and the County look forward to a partnership that will provide an alternative mode of transportation that will
benefit residents of the City and County.
